Classroom Rules:

The students are to follow the 6 basic rules for classroom behavior:

1. Respect the rights of the other students to learn and of the teacher to teach.

2. Show personal responsibility for everything that you do.

3. Report to class on time and be seated in assigned seat ready to learn.

4. No gum chewing, eating, or drinking in class.

5. No profanity, teasing, or disruptive behavior.

6. Absolutely no electronic devices should be out during class (Cell phones, iPods, etc.)
Consequences:

The consequences for failure to follow the 6 basic classroom rules are:

1st Offense:  Teacher and student work out a reasonable consequence. 

2nd Offense or failure to serve detention: Notify parent and counselor, student conference with Academy teachers.

3rd Offense:  Conference with parent, counselor, and Academy teachers.

4th Offense:  Refer directly to Administration.
