Bio-Poems

Due: Tuesday,  August 30th at the end of class.
A bio-poem is a short poem about you.  It lets others get to know you a little better.  Don’t worry! There is a very specific format to follow for a bio-poem.  Just follow this!

Format

Line 1: First name
Line 2: Four adjectives (words) that describe you.

Line 3: Immediate family relations.

Line 4: Three things you love.

Line 5: Three feelings, and when you have them.

Line 6: Three fears you have.

Line 7: 3 things you would like to see.

Line 8: “Resident of…” Street and town.

Line 9: Last name.

You will write one draft, then one very neat one.  Next, you put it on your mini-poster and add pictures from home and/or magazines that represent you.

You will have two days in class to complete the bio-poem: 

Day 1: Write the bio-poem draft, and rewrite it very neatly.

Day 2: Create the mini-poster. Bring in pictures from home if you want, and bring in a typed version of your poem if you are going to type it.
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
